Keralam, the land of kera or coconut, is a
never-ending array of coconut palms...sun
blanched beaches...kettuvallams over enchanting
backwaters... magical monsoon showers...silent
valleys vibrant with flora and fauna...misty
mountains of the Western Ghats. .. fragrance of
spices...evenings reverberating with the rhythm of
a thousand artforms...fairs and festivals...

Origin of Kerala has been linked to a legend dating
back to Satya Yug. According to this legend,
Kerala rose up from the sea when Lord
Parasurama threw his axe into it and the sea
receded to bring up this narrow strip of land from
underneath. Lord Parasurama, believed to be the
sixth avatar of Lord Mahavishnu, threw his axe
from Gokarnam southward across the ocean in
rage and in repentance for his actions of killing
Kshatriyas. The land of Kerala emerged from the
waters of the Arabian Sea with the blessing of
Varuna-the God of Oceans and Bhumidevi- the

Goddess of Earth. The sobriquet “God's own
Country” thus bestows itself on Kerala.

Kerala lies along the coastline, to the extreme
south west of the Indian peninsula, flanked by the
Arabian Sea on the west and the mountains of the
Western Ghats on the east. This land of
Parasurama stretches north-south along a coastline
of 580 kms with a varying width of 35 to 120 kms.
Cascading delicately down the hills to the coasts
covered by verdant coconut groves, the
topography and physical characteristics change
distinctly from east to west. The nature of the
terrain and its physical features, divides an east
west cross section of the state into three distinct
regions- hills and valleys, midland and plains and
the coastal region. Located between north latitudes
8018' and 12048' and east longitudes 74052' and
72022, this land of eternal beauty encompasses
1.18 per cent of the country.
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The Western Ghats, bordering
the eastern boundary of the State,
form an almaost continuous
mountain wall, except near

Palakkad where there is a
natural mountain pass known
as the Palakkad Gap. The
average elevation of the Ghats
TRR R is about 1500 meters above sea
Mandy level, occasionally soaring to
peaks of 2000 to 2500 m. From
the Ghats, the land slopes to the
west on to the plains, into an
unbroken coastline.
The strip of hills and valleys
on the eastern edge, close to
the Ghats, comprises of
steep mountains and
deep valleys,
covered with
dense forests.
Almost all the
rivers of the
state originate
here. There
are 44 rivers
N the state, of
hich 41
originate from
the Western Ghats and flow towards west into the
Arabian sea. Only three tributaries of the river
Cauvery originate in Kerala and flow east into the
neighbouring States. These rivers and streams
flowing down from the Western Ghats either
empty themselves in to the backwaters in the
coastal area or directly into the Arabian Sea. As the
Western Ghats are nowhere more than 120 kms

from the sea, all these rivers are comparatively
short.

In the Midland Plains of central region, the
hills are not very steep and the valleys are wide.
The valleys have been developed as paddy fields
and the elevated lands and hill slopes are
converted into estates of rubber, fruit trees and
other cash crops like pepper , arecanut and tapioca.
Tea and coffee estates have cropped up in the high
ranges during the last two centuries.

The Coastal Belt strip is comparatively plain.
Extensive paddy fields, thick groves of coconut
trees and picturesque backwaters, interconnected
with canals and rivers, are the features of this
region. No wonder, Alappuzha an old sea port
town of this region is known as the "Venice of the
East'. In the southern and northern parts of the
state, the coastal belt also has some small hillocks.

The backwaters are a peculiar feature of the
state. Canals link the lakes and backwaters to
facilitate an uninterrupted inland water navigation
system from Thiruvananthapuram to Vadakara, a
distance of 450 kms. The Vembanad lake
stretching from Alappuzha to Kochi is the biggest
water body in the state and is over 200 sq.kms. in
area. Kuttanad in Alappuzha district alone has
more than 20 per cent of India's total length of
waterways.

The important rivers from north to south are;
Valapattanam river (110 kms.), Chaliar (69 kms.),
Kadalundipuzha (130 kms.), Bharathapuzha (209
kms.), Chalakudy river (130 kms.), Periyar (244
kms), Pamba (176 kms), Achancoil (128 kms.) and
Kalladayar (121 kms.). Other than these, there are
35 more small rivers and rivulets flowing down
from the Ghats. Most of these rivers are navigable
up to the midland region, in country crafts.

Known for his pleasant climate
and old world charm, Pune is nevertheless a
vibrant modern city very much in pace with
Indian's growing economy. In fact, the city is
distinctly divided in to the older half — where
localites are named after the days of the week
and the modern half —which is modern, bustling,
spacious cantonment.

Popularly known as the 'Oxford of the East',
Pune has many internationally renowned
educational institutions such as the Film and
Television Institute of India, Armed Forces
Medical College, National Defence Academy
and Symbiosis Educational Society. Besides the
infamous Osho Commune International. Pune is
also home to leading software and IT
companies. Apart from its rich culture and
heritage, the real charm of Pune is in the hills,
caves and forts surrounding it-so take your pick!

Oxford of the East
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HISTORY

Down the centuries, Pune
has been ruled by several
dynasties. The earlist evidence
found(copper plates of 758 AD
and of 768 AD) reveals that the
Rashtrakootas ruled this region
then. At that time, Pune was
reffered to as Punaka Vishaya
and Punya Vishaya. Copper
plates of 960 AD and 963 AD
refer to it as Punaka Wadi and
Punaka Desha. Here Vishaya
means region. Later on, the city
has been mentioned as Kasabe
Pune. The Pune Gazetteer
explains the term Pune as Punya
—a holy place. In Hindu
tradition, a confluence(sangama)
of two river is sacred. Hence,
this city, where there is a
confluence of two rivers, is
Punyanagari. After the
Rashtrakootas, Pune was ruled
by the Yadava dynasty. After the
fall of this dynasty, it came
under Muslim dominace till the
middle of seventeenth century.
For many years, Pune was the
pulse of Maratha land and has
given India some of its most
memorable personalities.
Shivaji, the Maratha king who
defined Mughal Emperor
Aurangazeb, was brought up in
Pune. The city also served as the
headquarters of the mightly
Maratha Empire under the
Peshwas, until its annexation in
1818 by the Bristish East India
Company, after which it
continued as the regional capital
during the monsoon, when
Bombay becomes unbearable.
Pune's other famous son was the
great freedom fighter lokamanya
Bal Gangadhar Tilak. Pune
today is very much a modern
city with commuters who dash
to work to Mumbai every
morning. But the city still
retains it quaint old values and
traditions. The slow and easy

pace of life provides much
needed relif from the hectic pace
of the sate capital.

GEOGRAPHY

The historic city of Pune
situated at an altitude of 570m
on the Sahydri Hills on western
Maharashtra. Populary known as
the 'Queen of Deccan', it is
spread over an area of 138.76 sq
km and has a population of 15.6
lakh. It pleasant climate and
proximity to the state capital
Mumabi has made Pune the
second most important city in
Mabharashtra, a favourite and
regular holiday resort, not only
with the inhabitants of the
finacial capital of India, but with
people the all over the country.
Pune city is laocated the western
margin of the Deccan plateau. It
lies between 18 degrees 32
minutes north latitude and 73
degrees 51 minutes east
longitude. It has a altitude of
559 m above sea level. The city
stands at the confluence of Mula
and Mutha rivers, which are the
tributaries of Bhima. The
singhagad-Katraj- Dive Ghats
Range forms the southern
boundry of the urban area. The
hightest point of the city is Vetal
Hill(800 m or 2,625 ft above sea
level), whereas the highest point
just outside the city is the
Sinhagad Fort(1,300 m or 4,265
ft above sea level). The city is
surrounded by hills from three
sides, which make the
geographical conditions more
pleasant. It is located 160 km
east of Mumbai. Pune sity spans
over an area of 146 aq km with
around 40 percent of area under
greenery. Pune district lies in the
seismically active zone of
Koyna Region, which is about
100km south of the city. Pune
has experienced some moderate
intensity and many low intensity
earthquakes.

CLIMATE

As Pune stands on the
leeward side of the westarn
Ghats on an altitude of 559
m(1,863 ft), the temperatures are
pretty moderates. But the city of
Pune does have its share of
uncertainties in different
seasons.

Summer

Summers here begins from
early March to July. Though not
as hot as the northern parts of
India, it is very sunny with dry
heat during the day, while early
mornings are pleasant and
evenings, after six, are cool and
breezy. Bright summery cloths
are an obvious suggestion with
sunglasses for driving. The
temperature ranges from 38
degree celcius to 20 degree
celcius.

Monsoon

Being on the leeward side of
the ghats, Pune has good three
months of rains from july-
August to October. Clear skies
in the mornings are not to be
gone by as it rains in the
evenings. Umbrellas and
raincoats come handy in the
monsoon season. While driving,
beware of potholes and use a
minimum of two pairs of shoes
as drying takes about 2-3 days.
Temperatures range from 18-19
degree celcius to 30 degree
celcius.

Winter

From November to January,
Pune has its winter season.
Though light woolens are fine
during the day, early mornings,
evenings and night times require
more clothing as the temperature
could dip as low as 8 degree
celcius.
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Best Time to Visit

Late January to March are
the most pleasant months in
Pune. The sun is bright and
warm and temperatures are in
the moderate zone. Overall, the
climate and temperature does
not go to extremes and humidity
is negligible here. During any
time of the year, Pune is perfect
for morning and evening walks.

FESTIVALS & FAIRS

All the festivals are
celebrated in Pune by the
respective communities, but the
city is particularly known for the
following two events

Ganesh Festivals

This is the most important
and biggest festival in Pune .It
falls on the 4th day the bright
fornight of Bhadrapada (August-
September).People buy Ganesh
images to keep in their houses as
divine guest for five to ten
days.The images is then taken
out ceremoniously and
immersed in the river,sea or
well.ltis called
visarjan.Keeping the idol after
this day is considered
inauspicious.Puja can either be
performed with family members

within the household of by a
priest.Modak is the special
cusine for Ganesh Chaturthi
celebrations. Aarti is performed
twice aday (once in the
morning and once in the evening
) as long as the Gabesh idol is at
home.Huge Ganesh idols are
worshipped at nicely decorated
pandals,also known as
dekhavas,for 8 to 10 days.These
dekhavas are organized by
mandals that work collectively
for the entire locality.Various
mandals, shouting the slogans of
‘Ganapati Bappa Morya', take
out huge processions on the day
of immersion of the idols
throughout the city .People from
the city and nearby towns and
districts throng to witness the
Ganesh festival celebrations
.Huge money, amouting to
crores of rupees,is spent on the
decoration of pandals.

Pune Festivals

Pune Festival is held
between August and September
during Ganesh Mahotsav.It is
the biggest festival of Pune.The
festival goes on for ten days-
starts with the installation of
idol of Lord Ganesha on the first
day and goes on till the

immersion of the Lord's idols on
the tenth day.Pune Festival is the
celebration of art and
culture,song and dance,customs
and traditions .1t was started as a
local event but has now
succeeded in attracting vistors
from across India and
abroad.The MaharastraTourism
Development Corporation,In
association with the union
Government,actively promotes
the festival abroad as a major
tourist attraction Classical
dance,music recitals film,drama
festival,automobile rallies and
traditional sports are held as a
part of the festival Maestros and
stakwarts from all over India are
unvited to perform during the
festival.The denizens of Pune
asd also visitors from outside
enjoy the event to the maximum
.Other festivals like
Diwali,Shivaji Maharaj Jayanti
and Bhaubeej too are celebrated
here.

PEOPLE

The city of Pune has
acquired a cosmopolitan identity
in recent times,as people
belonged to various parts of
India and the world can be
found here.With the setting up
of software companies and
professional institutes in Pune,
the city has assumed a
multiethnic personality.

Among the native
residents,Pune has a significant
Hindu Maratha population .Pune
also has a large Islamic
population half of which speaks
Marathi with the remainder
speaking Hindu and Urdu. Pune
is also home to a large Christian
and Jewish population .Pune
also hosts a large numbers of
Parsis ,a majority of whom are
found in Camp,Pune Station
,Koregaon Park and Nagar Road
areas .A sizeable Sikh
population can be found in the
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Pune Camp,Ganesh Peth
areas.Pune's Buddhist
population is found primarily in
the Yerawada and Parvati areas.

CULTURE

As the largest city with a
predominantly Marathi speaking
polpulace,Pune is closely
associated with Marathi
art,literature, drama and
religious beliefs.Many Marathi
and other celebrities live in Pune
. In recent years,cinemas,discos
and clubs have also opened up
as younger,westernized college
students and professional have
made their presence felt.

As one of the largest cities in
India, and as a result of its
many colleges and universities,
Pune is emerging as a prominent
location for IT and
manufacturing companies to
expand.Pune has the sixth
largest metropolitan economy
and the highest per capita
income in the country.The
automotive sector is particularly
prominent in Pune .1t is home to
the Automotive . Research
Association of India ,which is
responsible for the
homologation of all vehicles
available in India.All sectors of

the automotive industry are
represented,from two wheelers
and auto rickshaws ( Bajaj
Auto,Kinetic Motor Company )
to cars ( Volkswagen
Grop,Generl Motors,Tata
Motors,Mercedes-Benz,Fiat and
Peugeot ),tractors ( John Deere
),tempos, excavators (JCB
Mfg,CoLtd.) and trucks (Force
Motors). Several automotive
component manufactures have
set up Greenfield facilities near
Pune.India's largest engineering
conglomerate,the Kirloskar
Group ,is based in Pune and was
one of the first companies to set
up manufacturing facilities in
Pune.Food giants like Frito Lay
and Coca have food processing
plants,while many small and

medium —sized companies are
also active, producing
components for larger
companies and creating unique
components for the Indian
marketplace .The HSBC Global
Technology Centre at Kalyani
Nagar develops software for the
entire HSBC group. The
Hinjewadi IT Park (officially
known as the Rajiv Gandhi IT
Park),is a project undertaken by
MIDC to promote the IT sector
in Pune .To facilitate economic
growth ,the Maharashtra
Government made liberal
incentives inits IT and ITES
Policy 2003 and leased
properties based on MIDC land.
The buoyant IT sector in Pune
employs more than 70,000
people.Major software
companies in Pune include
Infosys,

Wipro,Satyam, TCS,Cognizant
,Tech Mahindra and IBM global.
Software giant Microsoft intends
to set up a Rs. 700 crore (Rs .7
billion) project in
Hinjewadi.The Pune Food
Cluster Development Project is
an initive funded by World Bank
and is being implemented with
the help of SIDBI ,while
Cluster Craft is for the
upliftment of fruit and vegetable
processing industries in and
around Pune.

AGA KHAN PALACE

One of the most magnificent
monuments of pune, stuated in
the yerawada area, the palace
dates back to the year 1892 &
was constructed under the
patronage of Sultan Mohammed
Shab, Aga Khan I11. Sultan
Mohammed Shab ordered the
construction of this palace, in
orderd to provide employment to
drought-bit people. Today, the
palace houses the samadhis of
Kasturba Gandhi (wife of
Mahatma Gandhi) & Mahadev
Desai( a long time aide of
Mahatma Gandhi). Even the
ashes of Mahatma Gandhi have
been interred at Aga Khan
Palace. The palace is closely
associated with Mahatma
Gandhi & is often known by the
name of Gandhi National
Memorial. It serves as the venue
of exbibitions, depiciting the life
and carrer of Mahatma Gandhi,
on a regular basis.

Aga Khan Palace was also
pne of the shooting locales of
the famous movie “Gandhi”,
based on the life of Bapu. A
museum located inside the
premises of the palace has a rich
& very wide colletion of
pictures, which represent almost
each & every significant
happening in the life of
Mahatma Gandhi. One can also
see a number of items displayed
here, which were used by when
he was alive. These include his
utensils, cloths, Mala, slippers,
etc.

SHANIWAR WADA

Situated in Shaniwar Peth.
Near the railway station of pune,
it is a fort, whose foundation
was laid down by Peshwa Baji
Rao in the year 1792-30. It took
two years to complete the fort
and latter many additions were
also made to it by the successors

of Baji Rao. The amazing
Architecture of the fort speaks
volumes about the competence
of the pehwas in the field of
town planning. The complex of
shaniwar wada comprises
fountains, courtyards, blooming,
gardens, offices, audience halls
and residential quarters. A fire
engulfed the fortin 1827 &
lasted for approximately 15
days. The devastating fire led to
the destruction of the beauty of
the palace, along with all of its
artifacts. All one can see now is
the huge gate of the fort, with its
outer stonewalls, bastions and
small gates, the main gate is
known as dilli Darwaja(Delhi
Gate), while the others gates are
known as mastani or Alibahadur
Darwaja and Narayan Darwaja.
However, Shaniwarwada Fort
still counts amongst the major
attractions of Pune. The city
center inside Shaniwar Wada
serves as a reflection of how the
fort originally looked like,
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before the fire broke out.

On the walls of the fort, one can see paintings
depicting scence from the epics Ramayana &
Mahabharata. The sixteen petal, lotus shaped
fountain standing inside Shaniwar Wada stands as
a proof of exquisite craftsman ship of those times.
A light & sound show is also held here every day,
between 7:15pm & 8:10pm in Marathi, and
between 8:15pm & 9:10 pm in English.

Bhandarkar Oriental Research Institute

This institute situated at the foot of the Law
College Hill and is immediately recognizable by
its striking oriental architecture. There is a
Museum here which exhibits nearly 20,000
manuscripts from the collection of Bolhar,
Kielhorn and Bhadakar.

The University

The magnificent university buildings, built in
Italian Gothic style, are located in Ganesh Khind.
The lawns are beautifully maintained & added
attraction for the student is large swimming pool.
The building was formerly the official residence of
Governor of Mumbai during the Monsoon , when
the regional headquarters of the Bombay
Presidency temporarily moved from Mumbai to
Pune.

KAIRALI Charitable Foundation

A three-storeyed mansion with its famous
entrace is another of Pune's attractions, which
symbolizes and tell tales of Pune's rich culture and
heritage. Now serving as a post office, this place
has curved woodwork in it's balcony and is located
on the Bajirao Road. And yes, the best person to
ask for any sort of information on this is the best
historian in the city, Baba Saheb Purandare.

National Defence Academy

Situated in picturesque surroundings at
Khadakvasala 17km from Pune, NDA is the
training ground for young officer cadets who are
commissioned into the Army, Navy and Air Force.

Lal Mahal (Palace)
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Dating back to the year 1634, this palace was
constructed by Sahaji Bhonsale, Shivaji's father.
The palace has impressive collection of Shivaji &
Jijabai's pictorial representations, of which one
shows young Shivaji ploughing land with a golden
plough and Jijabai and Guru Dadoji Kondadev
looking at him. The other major attraction of the
Lal Mahal include four umbrellas on its terrace and
a statue of Jijabai(Wife of Shivaji). There is also
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Laxmi Road

In many ways, this road, starching from Lakadi
Bridge in the west to the Quarter Gate area in
pune cantonment, is the typical Indian bazzar.
Shopes dealing in textiles, electronics goods,
jewellary, cosmetics, kitchen ware, toys, gift
items and sweets and savouries, line this
roadwhich is in all possibility the busiest street
in the city. Hawkers displayinf their wares on
the pavements contributes to the cluttered look
of the narrow street. City buses thunder past,
competing for road space with four wheelers,
two wheelers, cycles, pedestrians and cows.
But while puneites will grumble occasionally
about the overcrowded road, they woulden't
exchange it for anything else. It is the best place
in shop in Pune, but even if you don't have any
serious shopping in mind, strolling through
Laxmi Road is an enjoyable way to spend an
evening.

as Jijamata Garden. Now the garden has been
converted in to a childern's garden & is very
popular amongts kids as well as senior citizens.

Rajneesh Ashram

Established in 1987 by controversial Guru
Bhawan Rajnessh who had a large international
following, the Osho Commune International spans
over 31 acres in the Koregaon Park area. The
ashram also contains the 12 acre Osho Teerth ,
Indian's first Zen garden, in marvel in landscaping,
Once a dirty stagnant muncipal effuent stream, the
Osho Teerth has been cleared and interestingly
landscape with green mounds, plants and clear
fountains that create small streams and rivulets.

The Osho Commune International is visited by
people from all parts of the world, who come to
the take part in the meditation courses offered by
the Osho Multiversity. The ashram also contains
pyramids for meditation, residential units and
sports facilities, besides a beautiful swimming
lagoon and waterfall, a commune restaurant and a
organic farming project. Cultural Programmes by
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famous Indian artist are frequently held in the
Gautama Buddha Auditorium here. If not for the
commune, the beautiful Osho Teerth itself is truly
worth visiting.

National War Memorial

Built at the Morvada junction, the memorial, a
25 foot stone pillar, is surrounded on three sides by
plaques of stone . Each stone plaques has the
names of all the soldiers, airmen and sailors who
have laid down their lives an defence of the
motherland since independence. On the walls of
the memorial, around 1,200 names of soldiers are
inscribed.

Raj Bhavan:
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Also known as the Government House, it dates
back to the year 1866. It is in the Ganesh Khind
and was designed by the famous architect, James
Trubshawe. Built under the British Raj, Raj
Bhavan was originally meant to be used in summer
by the government of Mumbai Presidency under
the British Raj. Today, it serves as the monsoon
residence of the Governor of Maharashtra. The
Governor attends the Independence Day
celebration on 15th August at the Raj Bhavan. The
magnificent architecture of Raj Bhavan is worth a
mention. Most of the tourist visiting Pune make it
a point to visit the beautiful monument.
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MUSEUMS

Babasaheb Ambedkar Museums

Situated on the Senapati Bapat Road, this
museums is dedicated to the Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar, afreedom fighter who later wrote the
Constitution if independent India. The museum
contains items representing its entire life, right
fro, his birth to his death. There is also a marble
statue of Dr. Babasaheb adorning the Interiors of
Babasaheb Ambedkar Museum .The rich
collection of the museum comprises of a night
lamp and a paperweight carved with Babasaheb's
name a silver ink bottle presented to Babasaheb
by the then Governor General of India, Lord
Mountbatten,a wall clock,Babasaheb's violin
dining table and chairs footwear and
clothes,including the fur cap he wore in the 4"
conference on Buddhism held in Nepal, his travel
accessories and gardening scissors,the bed on
Which Dr.Babasaheb Ambedkar took his last
breath,two chairs on which Babasaheb used to
rest and Bharat Ratna awarded to him by
President K.R.Venkatraman.

Raja Dinkar Kelkar Museum

Situated on Bajirao Road, Shukawar Peth,the
museum was founded by Dr.Dinkar G.Kelkar in
remembrance of his only son.Raja. A majority of
the museum collection was assimilated by
Dr.Dinkar in his lifetime. He devoted more than
40 years of his life I building up the collection of
the museum.He started gathering artifacts from
the year 1920 and by 1960,the compilation had
increased to around 15,000 items.

In 1962,Dr.Dinkar handed over his entire
collection to the Department of Archaeology of
the Government of Mahashtra. Presently, the
collection boasts of more than 20,000 articles,out

of which a majority of items date back to
somewhere netween 18"and 19"
century.However,only 2,500 articles have been
displayed inside the museum.Raja Dinkar Kalkar
Museum of Pune also has a very exquisite
collection of musical instruments .The other
items include Mughal antiques like
paintings,instruments ,lamps, etc. Then, there is
an amazing compiliton of nutcrackers,Ganpati
guns,carved palace doors, pottery,etc.The
museum also houses a recreation of the famous
Mastani Mahal. Other structures inside its
complex include research and storage facilities
and the Institute of Musicology and Fine
Arts.The ground floor of Raja Dinkar Kelkar
Museum displays household vessels made of
terracotta,copper and brass.These items date back
to the 18" and 19" century and were purched
from Kerala, Gujarat and Maharastra.Another
floor f the museum is adorned with statyes if
Lord Ganesha, Lord Shiva and Goddness Parvati.
Then,there are paintings depicting scenes from
the great Indian epic Ramayana.Armours made
of fish scales and crocodile skin,pistols,long
barreled muskets,daggers, shidlds,swords and
small cnnons ar the other items on display inside
the Raja Dinkar Kelkar Museum. Betel boxes
lime containers and spittoons used by the
maharajas have also been exhibited here.

Mahatma Phule Museum

Situated on Ghole Road,Shivaji Nagar,the
museum was founded in the year 1890 and was
known as ‘Lord Ray Museum'.The museum has
on display an array of industrial products ,
agricultural articles and handicraft items. One of
the unique features of the museum is that it
comprises the body samples of the animals ,right
from elephants to seal fishes.

The 117-year —old museum also has a rich
collection of items related to arms and armoury
forestry,geology,natural history,textiles,etc.The
other attractions of the museum are
brassware,stone carvings,marble statues and oil
paintings.
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Bharat Itihas Samshodak Mandal

This historical research institude was set up in
1910 by V.K.Rajwade.Among the exhibits are
paintings,maps, and charts,illustrated
manuscripts,weapons belonging to the Mughals,
Nizamshahis and Marathas,and some documents in
Persian and English.

Tribal Museum

situated on Queens Road ,the museum is
dedicated to the various tribes living in the state of
Maharashtra. It showcases the lifestyle and culcutre
f tribals,with special emohasis on tribal
communities that belong to the Sahyadri and
Gondhavana regions of the state. The museum us
open between 10 am and 5 pm.

Shindyanchi Chaatri

One of the greatest architectural beauties of
Pune city is the Shindyanchi Chaatri, situated in
Wanowrie, It is memorial dedicated to the great
soldier, Mahadji Shinde. For twenty years,
between 1760 & 1780, he served as the
commander in chief of the Maratha army under the
peshwas. The entire complex of the memorial also
consist of a temple dedicated to Lord Shiva, which
was built by Mahadji himself, In the year 1794. He
left for the holy abode the same year and 1965,
Madhavrao Sindhia got the entire complex built,
along with samadhi(memorial). The major
attraction of ths Shinde Chaatri is its exquisite
architecture, reflecting the style used in Rajasthan,
India.

Even years after its constructions, the memorial
retains its architectural designs and beauty and
seems to be totally unaffected bt time. Presently ,
the Shindyanchi Chaatri of Pune is under the
management of Sindhia Devasthan Trust of
Gwalior. One can visit it anytime between 6 am
and 9 pm.
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Shahwarwada Palace

Built in 1736, Shahwarwada Palace stands
testimony to the legacy in Peshwas in Pune. Pune
was the capital of Maratha Empire and later
became the Peshwa capital. In 1817, it was taken
over by the British. At present, a scenic garden
around the Shahwarwada Palace, which retain
symbols of heritage, gives a glimpse of its glorous

past.
PARKS & GARDENS

Bund Gardens

Located only 2 km away from the Pune
Railway Station, the garden is just like a mini dam
constructed over Mula- Muttha River. One can
have an incredible view of the surrounding areas
from the garden. Boation facilities are also
available inside the park in the backwaters of the
river.Constructed by Sir Jamshediji
Jeejeebhoy,Bund Garden has a well-designed
jogging track also. It is also a bird watcher's
paradise,especially in winters In the winter
season,one can see some of the exotic species of
migratory birds here. The garden is also known as
the Mahatma Gandhi Udayan and is quite popular
among kids.

Pashan Lake

The lake is 2 km away from Pune and is
particularly worth a visit during the winter months
when a number of migratory birds gather there. A
'must’ for bird watchers.
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Empress Garden

Situated near the Pune Race Course, adjacent
to the Pune-Solapur Road,a huge garden in terms
of area, it spreads over approximately 59 acres.
The garden is more of less a botanical park that
boasts of being home to a variety of fruit bearing
trees,most of which are those of the tropical type
of vegetation.The chief products of the garden are
mangoes, tamarind,etc. The other attractions of the
garden are its flower-laden tress and a small
z00.Also known as the Soldiers' Garden,it is quite
popular amongst the people of the city as a picnic
spot. The name 'Empress Garden' was given to the
botanical park in honour of Queen Victoria,when
she won the title of 'Empress of India'. During the
British era,the garden was a favourite amongst
British soldiers.The centre stage of the garden
holds a lotus pond,which has the statue of Queen
Victorai. The has pretty lawns and well laid out
benches and is a hot picnic spot. The garden has a
small resturant, which serves snacks and cold
drinks.

Ghorpade Udyan

A beautiful garden situated just kilometers
from Swargate, in the Ghorpade Peth, the garden
was developed by Pune Muncipal Corporation. It
is a well laid garden and attracts a large number of
tourist as well as local people.

Katraj Snake Park

It is one of the popular conservation parks of
India, situated on Pune-Satara Highway. It was
established by Neelam Kumar Khaire in the year
1986, with help of Pune Muncipal Corporation. In
1999, the park was included in the Rajeev Gandhi
Udyan. Intially, the park was a set up as a home for
snakes reptiles, birds and turtles. However
sometime back, a zoo was added to it. The Snake
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Part boasts of being home to more than 160
species of snakes. However, the major attraction of
the park is a six years old, nine feet long king
Cobra. There is also library inside the park, which
has information on almost each and every snake.
Festivals and programs are organized on a regular
basis at the Snake Park, to spread awareness about
snakes ant to eliminate common misconceptions
held by people. The park is very famous picnic
spot and is quite popular among kids.

Also known as Nulla Park, this is a garden
situated near the Osho commune international in
Pune. It was developed by the Shunyo foundation
from a neglected swampland. This elegant
Japanese Zen garden spreads over five hectares of
land with indigenous flora, eye-pleasing greenery
and magnificent waterfalls. Thie garden described
by one of elogical prototype.There is also small
stream and a beautiful swmming lagoon. Sports
facilites also available here. Osho Teerth is open
daily to the public from 6 am and 4 pm to 7 pm.

Peshwa Udyan Zoo

Situated near Saras Baug, this one of the major
tourist attraction of Pune.The zoo, located away
from the hustles and bustle of city life, is quite
popular among children. The main attraction of
z00 comprise its rich variety of wild animals,
reptiles and birds. Apart from that the zoo also
provides facilites like animal rides, boating
facilites, joy rides etc.The Picturesque beauty of
garden inside the zoo is also worth mentioning.
The beauty of gardens attract tourist, especially
during spring season, when the flower are their
blooming best. The also boasts of an exquisite
temple inside its premises, situated at the inside of
the garden, the temple is dedicated to Lord
Ganesha and dates back to 17" century. The
intricate carvings adorning the temple, along with
beautiful wall decorations,

Make it popular tourist destination. The
gardens of the Peshwa Udyan zoo remain open
from 9am to 5:30pm. The entry fee is Rs. 2per
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person and Rs. 1 per child.
Saras Baug

Lies at a distance of approximetly 1km from
swargate, the lush green lawns of the Baug, along
with its blooming flowerbeds, attract tourist from
far and wide. It is also quite famous from the
Ganapati Temple situated inside its premises. The
temple is perched on the top of a small hillock and
provides and an amazing view of the surrounding
areas. Dedicated to Lord Ganesha, it dates back to
the time of Madhavrao Peshwa. The place were the
now stands was once occupied by a small lake.The
park is also frequented by joggers and walkers,
early morning and evenings. Saras Baug is quite
popular as a picnic spot also and can be easily by
auto rickshaws.

Sambhaji Park

A beautiful garden situated about 1km from the
Deccan Gymkhana, it lies next to the Bal
Gandharv Rang Mandir on jangali Maharaj Road.
A fish aquarium and a small fort , mainly for small
kids, are the major attractions. A fountain located

All Saints Church

Consecrated on 29" October 1869 during the
British regime, the entire church is built of stones.
The church is characterized by beautiful coloured
designs on glasses imported from Belgium. Birth,
death, marriage, and baptism registers is also
available in the church. There are also English,
Marthoma, Malayalam and Marathi language

Chaturshrungee Temple

Situated on a hillock near the Senapati Bapat
Road, the temple dates back to the reign of
Chatrapati Shivaji and is dedicated to Goddess
chatshrungee. Situated amongst picturesque
surroundings, the temple has very intresting legend
attached to it. It is said that the idol of Goddess
chatshrungee, now enshirined in the temple, was
discovered by trader. One of the major attraction of
this temple is the Navratri festival, organized every
year during November. Devotees visit the temple
in large numbers to attend this festival.

Kasba Ganapati
Located in the heart of the city, the Kasbha

Ganapati holds the honour of being the first
Ganapati in the city.Established in the year 1636
by Shivaji, the temple was further improved by the
Peshwas.With diamonds studded in the place of its
eyes and a manic,a gem,studded in its navel, the
idol has a very unique and pleasing appearance.
= Enclosed in silver castings,the idol
<t looks very bright and appealing. Though

' situated in a noisy and crowded area,the
temple gives devotees solace and
quietude.

Fire Temple ( Parsi Temple)

This famous Fire Temple is locted
along the Dastur Meher Road,which
was once known as Agiary Street.Parsi
Fire Temples are called Agiary.The
temple was constructed by Sir
Jeejeebhoy in 1844.1t is a place of
worship for the Zorostrians. The temple
has the Atesh Adaran Saheb (the Holy
Fire and Sacred Holy Book) enthroned
init. A fountion in a triangular
enclosure is also situated in front of the
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temple.The templeis situated amidst Cyprus trees.

Pataleshwar Temple

Dedicated to Lord Pataleshwar ,God of the
Underworld,it dates back to the eighth century. It
is situated on the jangali Maharaj Road in shivaji
Nagar.One of the major attractions of the
Pataleshwar Cave Temple is its exquisite rock-cut
architecture .The cave temple was modeled on the
rock temple of Elephanta.There is a cave in the
vicinity of the temple.The cave temple also
comprises shrine, dedicated to Lord Shiva. The
rocks of the cave,cut into pillars, seating areas and
rooms ,are as old as 700-800 AD.The Shivalingam
is situated ina cube-shaped room,located in the
middle of the Pataleshwar Temple.Adorned with
ornate carvings ,the temple also houses the idols of
Lord Rama,Sita,Laxmana ,Lord Ganesh and
Goddess Lakshmi.The brass bell hanging outside
the basalt entryway of the temple adds to its
magnificence.

St.Mary's Church

Situated on Staveley Road,it is considered to be
one of the oldest Protesant churches in the city
and was consecrated by Bishop Heber.It was built
mainly for the officers and soldiers of the
British,along with their families,in the year 1825.
One of the major attractions of the church is its
Gothic style of architecture. Originally,St. Mary's
Church was adorned with a huge and magnificent
steeple.Later ,in 1982, the ofiginal steeple was
replaced by a shorter concrete one .In 1874,
stained glass was fitted at tge altar and near the
baptistery ,in memory of Lieutenant Trotter.The
stained glass was fabricated in London and cost
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approximately 200 pounds.One can see some rare
regimental flags inside the church.The interiors of
the church also boast of a memorial plague in
memory of Colonel William Morris,one of the
survivors of the Battle of Balachava.

Appu Ghar

Appu Ghar is a theme park,with many facilities
for merry making and fun related activities.

Located at Indira Gandhi Udayan, this place
was earlier known as Bund Garden. It has grown
into a major picnic spot with beautifully
illuminated pathways and picturesque lawns.Prime
attractions in the garden are the still lake and the
vast expanse of unexplored hilly terrain .1t is open
from 12 noon to 8 pm.

Parvati Hill and Temple

The hill is situated at a distance of approximately one km from Swargate
and four km from Deccan Gymkhana.The picturesque beauty of the hill is
what draws tourists here. Situated at a height of 2,100 feet above sea
level,Parvati hill boasts of a number of temples, considered to be the oldest
heritage structures of Pune.These temoles also serve as a reminder of the

Peshwa rule in Pune.The hill provides an amazing view of the city below and
is frequented by people who want to take a break from the maddening crowds
of the city. As per a popular legend ,it was at this spot that the Peshwa ruler
. Balaji Baji Rao watched the British facing defeat in the Battle of Kirkee.One
of the main attractions of Parvati Hills comprises the temple of Parvati and
Sedeveswar,which dates back to the 17" century. It is said that Karnataka

2| craftsmen carved the main idol of Parvati out of gold. The other temples on

4 the hill are those dedicated to Lord Kartikeya,Lord Ganesha,Lord Vishnu and
Lord Vitthal. Parvati Hill also boasts of a museum,built as a commemoration
of the Peshwa rule. The museum here has a rich collection of portraits of the
heroes of the Peshwa dynasty ,old manuscripts, weapons,coins ,etc. The
Samadhi stha of Shrimant Nanapeth Peshwa is also situated near the museum.
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Flim and Television Institute of India

It is situated on Law
College Road, at a
distance of one km
from Deccan
Gymkhana.Spread
over an area of 21
acres,the institute was
established on the
recommendation of
Flim Enquiry Committee .It was founded by the
Ministry of Information and Broadcasting
,Government of India, in the year 1960 .The
main aim behind the setting up of the Flim and
Television Institute of India was to import
training in the art and technique of filmmaking
.The place where the institute now stands used
to be the grounds of the Prabhat Studios.FTII
,Pune offers a number of courses ,in direction
,editing ,screenplay photography and
music.Remy Tessonneau,Director of the Paris
Institute des Hautes Etudes
Cinematographiques(IDHEC) ,framed the
original syllabus as well as the courses of study
of FTII .He also drafted the basic outline for
teaching in five courses, namely motion picture
photography, screenplay, editing,writing-cum-
direction and sound recording.

The ashtavinayak
temples are within the range of only 20 to 110 km
from Pune.They are as follows :

Baneshwar

There is an old temple here which is
dedicated to Lord Shiva.lt was built by Bajirao
Peshwa -1.1t is also a popular picnic spot which
has a copious supply of water drawn from a
perennial source.

Bedsa Caves (60 km):These Buddhist caves
date back to 1% century AD. There is a chaitya
(chapel) ,vihara (dwelling cave) ,some dagobas
(relic shrines ),and a well.

There are 18 Buddhist caves here dating back

to the 1% and 2™ centuries. The caves are well
preserved and there are some fine sculptures.

Bhimashankar Temple

Dedicated to the Lord Shiva, is one of the 12
jyotirlingas in India. Built in the Nagara style of
architecture, Bhimashankar Temple, dating back to
the 18" century, was erected over a swayambhu
linga. The indo-Aryan style of architecture is seen
in the temple. The linga is the center of the floor of
the sanctum. The pillars and doorframes of the
temple are adorned with intricate carvings of
divinities interspersed with human figurines.
Inside the temple, there is a small shine of a lord
Shani. The image of Nandi is installed at the
entrance of the temple. A huge bell in
Hemadpanthi structure, bult by Nana Phadnavis, is
another attraction. The Hanuman Lake, Gupt
Bhimashankar, source of river Bhima, Nag Phani,
Bombay Point and Sakshi Vinayak are worth
visiting. There is also a wildlife sanctuary were a
variety of birds, animals, flowers, and plants are
protected. The place is protected red forest area
and a rare animal, the giant flying squirrel called
'Shekaru', is found in the deep woods. This is not
only a place of religious importance, but favourite
haunt of nature lovers too on account of its
beautiful scenery and the wildlife sanctuary.

Bhor
The former princely state of bhor, situated on
the banks of river Neera, is famous for its Shiva

Temple and museum in the Rajasaheb palace.

Bhuleshwar Temple

Perched on top of a hill, it dates back to the
time of pandavas. Built in the 13" Century, this
temple is dedicated to the Lord Shiva. It was
initially built to serves as a fort called
Mangalgadh. However, it was later converted in to
Lord Shiva Temple. The walls of the temple stands
adorned with intricate carvings, right from it
entrance. The temple is significant not only from
the architecture point of view, but also
mythologically. It is belived that it was here that
Devi Parvati Danced from Lord Shiva & thereafter
both of them went to Kailas and got married. The
temple gets extremely crowded in the month
shravan, especially during the time of
Mahashivratri.

Chinchwad

The twin town of Pimpri-Chinchwad is an
ancient town situated near Pune. It is one of the
prominent indutrial settlements located north west
of pune, on the Mumbai-Pune national Highway. A
major tourist attraction here is the Ganesh Temple,
popularly known as Moraya Gosavi Temple. The
Vaishno Devi Temple at Pimpri at worth visiting.
Other places of tourist importance include Appu
ghar in Nigdi, Bhakti Shakti, Durga Devi Hill Park
and Chhatrapati Shivaji Kridanagari in Balewadi.

Dehu

The temple of Sant Tukaram was constructed
here in 1723. His younger son, narayanbaba, got
the temple built on the banks of a river,The Rock
where Sant Tukaram sat, while on fast, is still
present here. Apart from that, there are a number
of other temples in the city that are worth visiting,
People come here from faraways places to take
part in the festivals.

Durgadevi Park Temple of Vaishnodevi

This temple was built in 1993 in just 90 days.
Itis a replica of the Vaishnodevi Temple at Katra
village in Jammu and Kashmir. To the left of the
temple bare rocks are found. A spring adds to the
scenic beauty.The inside of the temple is
hexagonal in shape. In order to see the Devi, one
has to crawl through a small cave.

Ganapati Temple

Situated in Theur, this temple dating back to
the 17" century, is one of the eight ashtavinayak
temples of Maharashtra. It is dedicated to Lord
Ganesh and is said to be owned as well as
controlled by Lord Ganesh Himself. It is belived
that during the phase of economic and political
crisis in pune city . Lord Ganesh acted as its
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protector. During that period , He appeared in the
dream of a person and instructed him to unearth
his idol from a particular place. The temple was
latter constructed by the mother of Chatrapati
Shivaji, at the same site were the idol was found.

Government Gliding Center

Situated on the Deccan Plateau, it offers
tranning in paragliding for pilots. The center
maintains a fleet of Puchacz, DG 500, ASK 21,
Grob two seaters Puchatek and L-23 Super Blanik
gliders. Hostels and Clubhouses are available for
visiting pilots. It operates from Sunday to
Thursday.

Hatkeswar

A hill fort that joins the Hadsar Fort in the
east, the fort, at a height of 4,100 ft, is posined in
the Malshej region of the Sahyadries. Its conical
top is a unique features. The fort has open grounds
and a temple.

Harischandragad Fort

An ancient monument situated near Malshej
Ghat the fort is famous for its heights,toughness
and Konkan Kada a unique formation at a height

Of 3,500 ft in the Sahyadris.A favorurite spot
for trekking enthusiasts and nature lovers, the fort
is belivedto be of 6" century origin,during the rule
of Kalchuri dynasty .Remnants of Mesolithic man
have been discovered from here. The fort has
references in various purana,Agni Purana and
Skanda Purana.The beautiful temple of
Harishchandra,housed inside the fort ,has some
readable scriptures. The temple has beautiful idols
of Nandi and Shivling .Numerous caves found in
the fort have been probably carved out in the 11"
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century.ldols of Lord Vishnu are found in these
caves. Taramati ,the peak of Harishchandragad,has
some old caves,which are a retreat fir trekkers.

Jejeri

The town is home to one of the most famous
temples of Maharastra,known as Khandobachi
Jejuri.The God of Jejuri ,Mhalsakant or Malhari
Martand or Khandoba is revered amongst
Dhangars,one of the oldest tribes in
Maharastra. The Jejuri Temple lies on top of a
small hill and is reached through a climb of over
200 steps.

Karla Caves

These caves contain the largest chaitya
(cave temple ) in the country.These cave structures
are believed to have been built by Buddhist
monks around the years 100-125 .They exhibit the
Buddhist ideas of simplicity. The site was chosen
in conformance to the Buddhist prescription that a
Buddhist monk should not live either too far near
to a human settlement. The distinguishing feature
of the chaitya hall is its facade screen made a teak
wood. The hall was constructed by cutting into
solid rock. It measures 40 m in length,15 m in
height and 15m in breadth.At the farthest end,there
is a magnificent stupa containing a wooden
umbrella on the top. The hall contains 37
octagonal- shapped pillars ,With each one having a
water jar shaped structure at the base .Some pillars
have capital containing images of elephant
kneeling on bell shaped structures.At the entrance
of the cave is a horseshoe-shaped arch and
enormous 50-foot-high coloums,topped with
glorious lion sculptures on both sides.Apart from
the chaitya hall, the caves contain viharas,which
are residential areas of the monks ,constructed by
cutting cells into the walls. The base of the cave
structure contains sculptures of elephants endorsed
with metal ornaments and ivory tusks .

Khandala

Another pretty town of the state nestled amidst
the hills and valleys of Sahyadri region is a
popular hill stateion of Maharastra .It provides a
popular getaway from the hustle and bustle of the
cities of Mumbai and Pune .The panoramic view
of the Western Ghats can be seen from this
town.Rajmachi Fort ,Rajmachi Point,Bhaja Caves
and the Resversing Point are the main  attractions
here. Rock climbing Can be enjoyed at the Duke's
Nose Peak and other locations in karla Hills ,near
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With best compliments...
